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1. Lisa was sixteen years and had been 
with Mike six months before they 
decided to “go all the way” .  Three 
months later, the boy she thought was 
“ the man of her dreams”  left her for 
someone else.  When her period did 
not come for five months, she did not 
think twice about it, she has never had 
regular periods.  She doesn’ t want a 
kid, especially not his after he hurt her 
that way.  She comes from a little town 
where every one knows everyone 
else’s business.  But, here she stands 
with her mom, in her bathroom, 
looking down at the pregnancy test 
they just bought at the local drug store, 
in disbelief at the positive test results.  
Lisa and her mom decide to find a 
pregnancy center that offered free 
ultrasound two counties away, there 
was no need for the neighbors to 
know.  Both of them were firm on the 
phone when they called Whispering 
Hope for the ultrasound appointment, 
this pregnancy had to end in abortion.  
When the nurse came to meet them at 
the office, she was surprised to see 
such a large baby, she explained to 
Lisa and her mom what she was seeing 
on the ultrasound screen.  Lisa’s mom 
watched with a concerned look, she 
saw the fingers, the toes, the baby 
moving around in her daughter’s 
womb.  Lisa refused to look, she 
simply made the comment she wanted 
this “ thing”  out of her.  The nurse 
showed her mom the four chambers of 
the heart, then took the head 
circumference measurements.  17 
weeks, could that be right?  She states 
this to Lisa and her mother, then takes 
the femur bone measurement to verify 
the other measurement.  Once again, 
17 weeks, 2 days.  The measurements 
are the same.  The mom looks 
distraught, Lisa looks stubborn.  She 
came out of the ultrasound room, 
entered the counseling room, and her 
mom and I began to explain how far 
along the pregnancy really was, and 
what would happen now  
should she opt for an abortion.  
 

 
Lisa begins to cry as she says, “Now 
I don’ t know what to do anymore.”   I 
talked to her about the option of 
adoption, to choose life, and how she 
could be more fulfilled through that 
option instead of terminating a 
pregnancy so far along.  Lisa knew 
she had a lot to think about, and 
maybe it really does not matter what 
the neighbors say anyhow.  Lisa left 
that day understanding that she was 
almost half way through a pregnancy 
she did not expect, with a baby that 
was fully formed.  She came in 
seeking information on abortion, but 
she left with open options.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
2. Karen is 42 years old, her and her 
husband have five kids ranging in   
age from 22 years to 10 years old.  
Karen is a cashier, her husband 
works as a day laborer.  With such a 
large family and so little money, they 
qualify for food stamps, but the 
amount is small.  On top of that, 
Karen’s period is now late.  She goes 
to the health department and paid for 
a pregnancy test, she did not know 
Whispering Hope does them for free.  
She is pregnant, about five weeks.  
“What are they going to do now?”  
she wonders.  They can’ t really 
afford another child, they barely 
make ends meet.  A social worker at 
the health department tells her there 
is an organization down the road that 
may be able to help her with basic 
baby necessities and gives her the 
center’s phone number.  Karen calls 
Whispering Hope and sets an 
appointment to come in and get an 
ultrasound and find out about our 
CARES program.   
3. Myra has a nine month old baby, 
and her divorce has just been  
 

 
finalized.   She is OK with it all, she  
has a great job, her and her daughter 
are going to be OK.  She hasn’ t been 
feeling so swift lately though, maybe a 
touch of the flu bug? She has not 
missed a cycle, so she was shocked 
when her primary care physician told 
her she was pregnant.  She came to 
Whispering Hope for an ultrasound, 
how far along could she be?  The 
ultrasound showed her being 15 weeks 
along.  Now she had to tell her ex-
husband they were expecting again.  
After Myra went to her OB-gyn for her 
first checkup, she found out she had a 
partial previa, and that was what was 
causing the spotting she had believed 
was her periods all along.  She was put 
on bedrest, and now she could not 
work.  Her rent began to fall behind, 
her electric was due.  What is she going 
to do?        

 
 
4. Naomi is 64 years old and lives in 
Miami Florida. I received a phone call 
from Naomi one day.  It seems Naomi 
came to Cumming in her RV because 
Traci, her 17 year old granddaughter 
was 16 weeks pregnant and living in a 
tent.  Traci was holding down a job as a 
waitress but never seemed to be able to 
save enough to get her own apartment.  
Naomi vowed to stay with her RV until 
we could help her find a shelter.  
5. Brenda was 15 years old when her 
mom began emailing me for advice.  It 
seems the judge ordered Brenda to 
Whispering Hope for counseling.  She 
had been doing drugs, was caught with 
them in her possession, and had been 
sexually active.  She tested positive for 
pregnancy, and needed parenting  
 
 

 



 
classes.  She was mad, at her mom, at 
her boyfriend, the judge who made her  
come here, and the last person she  

   wanted to talk to was me.  And she 
said as much too, with her arms 
crossed across her chest and the 
defiant look on her face.  She even 
made a comment that maybe she just 
would not come back if she chose to.  
Brenda was unreachable, and prayers 
went up all over the center for her.   

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
6.  Juanita came in to the center as a 

walk in one day, her eyes full of tears.  
She sobbed as she told me how she 
had become pregnant and her and the 
baby’s father had broken up.  She 
began having problems with the 
pregnancy and was put in the hospital.  
Not being able to work, she fell behind 
on bills and could not afford baby 
furniture.  At 27 weeks of pregnancy, 
the doctors could no longer make the 
labor stop, and her infant son was born 
13 weeks early and only one pound at 
birth.  He was very ill, and in NICU on 
exit 3, a long way away for a mom to 
go with no money for gas.  What was 
she going to do? 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
Every one of the stories you just read 
about are actual clients at the center.  
I changed their names and altered 
their ages by one or two years to 
protect their identities.  Each day, at 
Whispering Hope, another phone call 
comes in from a desperate girl in a 
desperate situation.  And it is up to 
us to get them through it.  Lisa had 
no understanding of the extent of her 
pregnancy, and learning that she was 
so far along changed her mind about 
having an abortion.  Karen simply 
could not afford baby furniture, 
clothing and diapers for an 
unexpected baby on the way. We 
signed her up for CARES so she 
could do prenatal videos and 
parenting classes to earn her points 
for baby needs, then we gave her 
food from the food bank for her large 
family. Myra thought she had it all 
worked out after her divorce, until 
she could no longer work because of 
placenta previa.  We signed her up 
for emergency electrical assistance, 
put in her application for St. Vincent 
de Paul to help with rental 
assistance, gave her food from our 
food bank.   I called around to the 
mother’s homes on my list and to the 
few shelters in the area until we 
found Traci a place to stay close to 
her job.  Her grandmother, Naomi, 
was able to go back to her home in 
Miami knowing her granddaughter 
had a roof over her head when her 
baby came.  Whispering Hope 
provided gas money for Juanita to go 
visit her premature baby and she is 
still in the CARES program.  Her 
baby boy suffered no setbacks from 
his very premature birth, is very 
healthy and weighs 11 pounds now. 
Juanita is back to work also.  And 
Brenda has been the biggest blessing 
of all, once so full of bitterness, she 
is a happy girl with goals, she is off  
 
 
 
 
 

 
drugs totally, making great grades in 
school, and already working!  She gave 
birth only three weeks ago to a 
beautiful baby boy.   
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Since January of 2006, we have taken 
in 70 new clients.  Of those 70 girls,  
59 of them professed to be a Christian 
on their first interview at Whispering 
Hope.  That leaves 11 girls who had not 
accepted Jesus Christ as their personal 
Savior.  But praise God!  since then, 
five of them have been saved, with two 
of them following through with 
baptism.    
Whispering Hope is God’s ministry, 
and God’s hand is in the work that goes 
on there.  The center has been through 
some tough challenges since 2001, but 
it has prevailed.  But we still need your 
help.  For all of the donors who have 
been faithful through all of the years, I 
thank you and appreciate all that you 
have done, and ask God’s blessings to 
be bestowed on you immensely.
