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Whispering Hope held their fifth 
annual banquet on October 19th at the 
beautiful Lakeview Center in 
Dawsonville, Ga. 168 people were in 
attendance, for a night of great food 
and a great time.  Joe Olejnik was the 
Master of Ceremonies and Pastor Mike 
Sinteff gave opening prayers.  Kathy 
McDonald, widow of the late U.S. 
Congressman, Larry McDonald gave 
the opening speech and introduction 
for our main speaker that night, the 
wonderful Rev. Joe Morecraft of 
Chalcedon Presbyterian Church.  
Closing prayer was given by Pastor 
Mark Smith of The Rock of Cumming.   
The night featured a solo by Ms. Jenny 
Wood, counselor from the Goshen 
Boys Ranch in Waleka.  Dinner 
featured guitar solos by Shane Reid, 
and special music was sung by Fruit of 
the Spirit.   
Mrs. Pat Plant from Forsyth County 
Child Advocacy Center spoke to us 
about the effects of teen pregnancy on 
her own family and how the work at 
Whispering Hope is so necessary.  
Miss Kylie McFall, a client at the 
center, gave her testimony about life as 
a teen mom, the difficulties, the special 
moments, and how she has learned that 
by making her own decisions about her 
life and sticking to them has helped her 
to renew her virginity, just say no, and 
build her self esteem and confidence in 
herself, not only as a person, but as a 
mother of beautiful Lizzie.  
Emma Robinson drove in that very day 
from Dalton State College to speak 
about how she came to Whispering 
Hope over three years ago due to her 
teen pregnancy, and how her 
counselors at Whispering Hope helped 
turn her around as she rededicated her 
life to Christ.  
 

 
Emma was the first facilitator of the 
Teens Moms2Be program, which is 
now named the Young Moms 
program.  The Young Moms 
program sees 13 girls two times a 
month, which serves 26 
appointments.   Emma has also been 
guest speaker at many of our walks 
and banquets in the past, and has 
raised awareness about sexually 
transmitted diseases and how 
abstinence until marriage is the only 
way to go, by speaking at our local 
high schools.  
I was asked to present the 
accomplishments for the center over 
the last year, which are as follows: 

·  100% of   women who have had 
ultrasound in 2005 chose life 
after seeing their baby in the 
womb. 

·  92% of the teens at Forsyth 
Central High took a vow of 
abstinence until marriage after 
our presentation. 

·  95% of our teen pregnant girls 
remained in school. 

·  75% of our teen moms took job 
skills training and are now 
working. 

·  100% of our clientele are in 
Spiritual Development Bible 
Studies.   

Also presented was the statistics for 
Whispering Hope since 1995, when 
the center first opened as Cumming 
Care Center. 

·  Approximately 11,500 
appointments have been 
made, for both new and 
returning clients.   

·  Over 1,000 pregnancy tests 
have been done. 

·  110 clients have been saved 
·  14 children have been 

adopted by loving Christian 
families. 

·  Over 450 babies have been 
born to clients of the center 

 
In 2005, the center watched as 39 
babies were born to clients.   
 
 

 
But already in 2006, we are at 42 
babies born, and the year is not 
over yet.  We just received a call 
yesterday that another client was in 
labor.  Praise God for those girls 
who have chosen life, and who are 
striving to make a better way for 
themselves and their babies.  That 
is what the banquets and walks are 
all about!  To bring public 
awareness to the center and the 
girls who come here.  To help 
those who need help.

Constitutional Amendments, 
Authorize General Assembly to 
dedicate revenue from specialty 
vehicle license plates passed at 
67.4%.

School Board sex and health 
administrator  approves  
Whisper ing Hope to teach in more 
Classes….. 
Katy Reid met with Dr. Kelly Price of the 
Forsyth County School board to talk about 
and review our curriculum that is used in 
the Forsyth County schools.  The 
curriculum, “Choosing the Best, 
Abstinence Until Marriage”  has been used 
since 2002 to teach the 9th grade classes in 
our county.  But after review by Dr. Price, 
she has established that we can use the 
curriculum to teach to 8th through 
12th grade students in both middle and 
high schools, and also 6th and 7th grade 
classes, if the teacher requests us.  Katy is 
ready to go!  So tell those teachers of your 
middle and high school aged kids about 
us.  Next week, Katy is booked at Forsyth 
Central High, and Coach Richardson has 
already let her know that she will have her 
largest audience ever, 720 kids!  Please 
pray for Katy as she teaches next week, 
and pray for our teens, that they will have 
their eyes watching and their ears hearing 
what she says to them.  Last year, 92% of 
360 kids took a vow of abstinence, this 
year we want 100%.
