Update on Focus on the 
Family…. 
On September 16th, Pat West, 
volunteer liaison to the Board of 
Directors, and I began our journey to 
Louisville, Kentucky for the Regional 
Information Meeting with Focus on 
the Family.  The drive was beautiful, 
the mountains, the lakes, and gorgeous 
weather.  God was with us and we 
made perfect timing.   And once 
again, what a blessing!  September 
17th and 18th, the staff of Focus 
presented information for all 
pregnancy care centers to become full 
medical facilities.  We learned so 
much, and got so hyped up about 
coming home and beginning the 
process of rearranging the office to be 
able to accommodate a new nurse  
 

 
manager’s office.  So now we are one 
step closer to our new ultrasound 
machine.  Soon, a staff member at 
Focus will be doing a five day visit to  
Whispering Hope, and we want to be 
ready!  Please pray for us as we 
continue towards our goal of 
becoming a Focus center.  
 

A new program begins 
at the center…. 
Working with the women who come 
to the center, it became obvious that 
some of them not only need prayer, 
but also guidance.  Many of the 
women are referred to us by one of the 
judicial systems in Forsyth County.  
And the main reason for those 
referrals is an addiction problem; 
addiction to drugs or alcohol.  A 
mother caught in possession of illegal 
drugs or driving and drinking stand a 
good chance of losing their children to 
Department of Family and Children’s 
Services, understandably so.  But it is 
their sincere heart’s desire to be sober.  
Many of them found themselves 
having to make a choice during their 
pregnancy; to continue doing drugs, 
endangering their baby in the womb 
and taking a chance on that baby 
testing positive for drugs at birth; or 
stopping their addiction.  And praise 
God, for the most part, these women 
valued the lives of their unborn to stop 
their habits.  But after the baby was 
born, and the post partum depression  
kicks in, they find that they are back 
in the same predicament as before the 
pregnancy, craving the drugs or 
alcohol.  Many of them have come to 
their mentors and said that they want 
to stay clean, and wish they had a 
support group. So we began one.  
Overcomers began two weeks ago 
with our first session having five in 
attendance. ALL of those women are 
in a Bible study group at the center, 
and all of them are in a church. Each 
one of them sincerely wants to remain 
sober, and they need a LOT of prayer 
and support.  Please pray for this new 
program, that we will allow God to 
speak to us and let Him lead this 
group, and for these women to remain 
strong as they face these problems.

Whispering Hope is a not for profit 
organization offering free limited 
clinical tests for women experiencing 
an untimely pregnancy, as well as 
support and information about 
options. Whispering Hope is 
dedicated to inform, educate, and 
provide an outstretched hand to 
women faced with an untimely 
pregnancy.  Staff and volunteers 
offer confidential, one-on-one 
support as well as services and 
referrals at no charge to the client.  
Whispering Hope works with women 
in Forsyth and surrounding 
communities to help them become 
self sufficient and confident by 
offering emotional support, 
educational goals and job skills 
training.  
 

 
 Each woman is mentored 
throughout her pregnancy and birth 
to assure that she has a stable 
foundation for herself and her baby.  
Whispering Hope helps single 
mothers, low income mothers and 
teen mothers in need with a food 
bank and clothing closet.  The center 
also helps single moms provide 
Christmas for their children. Plus, 
center supporters work with the 
Forsyth County school system to 
teach abstinence education to our 
youth in our local middle schools 
and high schools. 
Our annual fundraising banquet is 
one of the two main fundraisers we 
hold every year to earn money 
towards our overhead.  Overhead 
costs not only include rent and 
utilities, but also supplies for our 
many programs offered at no cost to 
the clients who come here.  These 
programs include: prenatal lessons 
through all three trimesters, child 
birth and Lamaze courses, parenting 
skills and classes, computer training, 
job skills training with resume 
writing, setting up interviews with 
H&H Staffing to place the client in 
employment, referrals to child care at 
low or no cost to the parent, 
budgeting, YoungMoms2B group, 
CARES (Character, Accountability 
and Responsibility through 
Education and Spiritual 
Development), which allows these 
women to use a point system to 
purchase their baby furniture and 
maternity clothing, the cost to the 
center for the supplies for pregnancy 
testing and STD testing, ultrasound 
supplies, Bible study supplies, office 
supplies and even at times, financial 
support for women in a desperate 
crisis who may need rental 
assistance, utility assistance, or even 
gas for their vehicles to take their 
babies for doctor visits.  We work 
closely with each client, even 
referring her to housing if needed.  
Anything that will in the end, help  
 

 
her to become self sufficient and 
build good self esteem. 
As you can see from all of the 
services listed above, this banquet is 
very important for the center to stay 
afloat.  Although we always know 
that God is ultimately in control of 
all, we also know that he gives us the 
resources we need to continue His 
work.  Whispering Hope is His 
center.  And as good stewards, we 
must go forward to bring these 
women to Jesus Christ through 
servanthood. 
Right now, our table hosts are down 
from last year, and we need your 
support.
